
BIRDS’ PREY: Near-flawless starting pitching and a long-ball showcase by one
of the league's best sluggers doomed the Wilmington Blue Rocks at Frawley
Stadium on Monday. Myrtle Beach starter Carlos Rivas was perfect through five
innings and first baseman Ernesto Mejia bashed a pair of home runs, as the
Pelicans doused the Rocks, 5-3, in the opener of a three-game set. With losses in
two straight, Wilmington's lead on the Carolina League's Northern Division wild
card spot has shrunk to three games over the idle Frederick Keys.

A FATAL FOURTH: Wilmington righty Ed Cegarra was perfect through his
first three innings, but found trouble to begin the fourth. Back-to-back singles by
Gorkys Hernandez and Willie Cabrera put runners at the corners with none out.
Tyler Flowers produced the game's first run with a sac fly to center. Mejia then
blasted a drive over the right-center field wall to push the Pelicans' lead to 3-0.

20/20 VISION: Mejia struck again with two outs in the sixth, crushing a solo shot
the opposite way for his 20th homer. He has drawn even with Kinston's Beau Mills
for the league's home run lead.

FIVE ALIVE: The Pelicans got another run off Cegarra in the seventh to extend
their lead to 5-0. Brandon Hicks, who doubled to begin the frame, came home
from second on Jeff Bianchi's errant throw to first base on a double-play attempt.

EXPLODING CEGARRA: Cegarra (5-7) went seven innings and gave up six hits
with two strikeouts. Four of the five runs he allowed were earned. With the two
homers, the 19-year-old Venezuelan has let up 15 long balls this season in 95.0 IP.

“O” THERE YOU ARE: In just his fifth start of the season, Rivas (5-3) set the
first 15 Blue Rocks down in order to begin the game, recording five of his six total
strikeouts along the way. Wilmington did not have a base runner until Josh
Johnsonled off the sixth inning with a walk. The Rocks' first base hit came two
batters later, as Adrian Or tiz's hot-shot grounder to first base could not be
handled on the backhand by Mejia. However, the Rocks would not plate a run in
the frame, stranding a pair in scoring position.

WHAT A RELIEF: With Rivas going six scoreless innings, the Blue Rocks
finally broke through against reliever Dustin Evans for their first runs. With one
out, Johnson chased home a pair of men with a hard-struck double into the left-
center field alley, shaving the Pelicans' lead to 5-2. 

DOMINA TED: But, Wilmington never threatened otherwise. Pelicans pitching
set the Rocks down in order in seven of the nine innings including eight strikeouts.

CONSISTENT CODY: Cody Strait supplied the final highlight for the Blue
Rocks late, crushing a two-out solo blast in the ninth inning. The former Reds
prospect has homered in five straight games and now leads the club with 10 on the
season in just 43 games played. Ferdin Tejeda allowed Strait's pop, but held on for
his fourth save. Strait has hit safely in eight consecutive games (11-32, 11 RBIs).

AWFUL AUGUST: The BlueRocks sport the CL’s second-worst offense this
month in team batting average (.245) and runs scored (4.4/g). Only lowly
Lynchburg has worse numbers to go with its league-worst 3-13 record this month.

A LITTLE HELP?: Three times over his last five starts, Mario
Santiagoleft in line for the win only to see the bullpen blow a lead
including twice in the ninth.

Rain suspended play versus Salem on Thursday, cutting Santiago
short at 3.0 IPwith a 2-1 deficit. He has dominated at home this
season, going 5-3 with a 2.67 ERAin 12 home nods.Against Myrtle
Beach he owns an 0-1 record over two starts with a 4.50 ERA.

Drafted out of high school in the eighth round of the 2005 draft, 21-
year-old Kyle Cofield is a fourth-year pro. The Gadsden, AL native
throws a low 90s fastball, above-average curve and a developing
change. He has faced the Rocks once, allowing three runs over 3.0
IP in his 2008 debut, a 3-1 Wilmington win on April 6. He comes off
his first start since injuring his shoulder on July 23. In a 6-3 defeat
of Potomac on Thursday (3.1 IP, 1H, 0R, 3BB, 2K) he was held to a
pitch limit of 45 and is expected to throw no more than 60 tonight.

MLB--KANSAS CITY ROYALS (55-69) - The Kansas City Royals
were idle on Monday and will begin a three-game set at Jacobs Field tonight
at 7:05 p.m. Kansas City (55-69) is in last place in the A.L. Central, 1.5
games behind Cleveland (56-67), largely due to an ineffective pitching staff.
